This carryover money will be
used to fund additional project collaborations between Makerspace and other content areas. The
vast majority of supplies are consumable and must be restocked each year and to align with each
project idea developed after the initial curriculum development and budget expenditure.

Students will benefit through having projects that are responsive to current learning across their
curriculum.

Our program is art, but it is geared towards building
collaborative skills, problem solving and project management skills.
