PROFESSIONAL SERVICES CONTRACT 2011-2012

This Agreement is entered into between the Oakland Unified School District (OUSD) and Cantare Convivo

{CONTRACTOR). OUSD is authorized by Government Code Section 53060 to contract far the furnishing of spacial services ard advice in
financial, economic, accounting, engineering, legal, and administrative matters with persons specialiy trained, experienced, and competant
to perform such services. CONTRACTOR warrants it is specially trained, experienced, and competent to provide such services. The
parties agree as foliows:

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Services: CONTRACTOR shall provide the services described in Exhibit “A,” attached hereto and incorparatad herein by reference
{“Services” or “Work’}.

Terms: CONTRACTOR shail commence work on 09/15/2011 , or the day immediately following approval by the Superintendent
if the aggregate amount CONTRACTOR has contracted with the District is below $78,500 in the current fiscal year; or, approval by the
Board of Education if the totai contractis} exceed $78,500, whichever is later. The work shall be compieted no later than
02/28/2012 :

Compensation: OUSD agrees to pay CONTRACTOR for services satisfactorily rendered pursuant to this Agreement, a total fee not to
exceed Ten Thousand Ninety-Eight and £5/100 Dotlars ($.10,098.58 _J. This surn shall
be for full performance of this Agreement and includes all fees, cosls, and expenses incurred by Contractor incluging, but not limited
to, labor, materials, taxes, profit, overhead, travel, insurance, subcontractor costs, and other costs.

If CONTRACTOR will be compensated hourly for services provided under this Contract, CONTRACTOR shall describe in Exhibit “A.”
attached hereto, the specific scope of services to be delivered on an hourly basis to OUSD.

QUSD shall not be liable to CONTRACTOR for any costs or expenses paid or incurred by CONTRACTOR in performing services for
QUSD, except as follows:

Payment for Work shall be made for all undisputed amounts in monthly installment payments within forty-five (45) days after the
CONTRACTOR submits an invoice to OUSD for Work actually completed and after OUSD’s written approval of the Work, or the
portion of the Work for which payment is to be made.

The granting of any payment by OUSD, or the receint thereof by CONTRACTOR, shall in no way lessen the liability of CONTRACTCR
to correct unsatisfactory work, although the unsatisfactory character of that work may not have been apparent or detected at the time a
payment was made. Work, which does not conform to the requirements of this Agreement, may be rejected by the District and in that
case must be replaced by CONTRACTOR without delay.

Submittal of Documents: CONTRACTOR shall not commence the Work under this Contract until CONTRACTOR has submitted and
OUSD has approved evidence of the following:
1. Individual consultants:

(] Tuberculosis Clearance — Documentation from health care provider showing negative TB status within the last four years.

[ Completion of Pre-Consuitant Screening Process ~ Attach letter from Human Resources Support Services showing completion
of Pre-Consultant Screening for this current fiscal year.

2. Agencies or organizations:

Equipment and Materials: CONTRACTOR shall provide all equipment, materials, and suppiies necessary for the perfarmance of this
Agreament except: which shall not exceed a total cost of $

CONTRACTOR Qualifications / Performance of Services.

CONTRACTOR Qualifications. CONTRACTOR warrants it is specially trained, experienced, competent and fully licensed to provide
the Services required by this Agreemerit in canformity with the laws and regulations of the State of California, the United States of
America, and all local laws, ordinances and /or regulations, as they may apply.

Standard of Care. CONTRACTOR warrants that CONTRACTOR has the qualifications and ability to perform the Services in a
professional manner, without the advice, control, or supervision of QUSD. CONTRACTOR's services will be performed, findings
obtained, reports and recommendatinns prepared in accordance with generally and currently accepted princinles and practices of its
profession for services to California schoot districts.

Notices: All notices and invoices provided for under this Agreement shall be in writing and either personally delivered during normal
ousiness hours or sent by U.S. Mail (certified, return receipt requested) with postage prepaid to the other party at the address set forth
below:

Notice shall be effective when received if personally served or, if mailed, three days after maiting. Either party must give written notice
of a change of address. CONTRACTOR shall submit invoices in a form that includes the name of the person providing the service, the
service performed, the date service was rendered, and the hours spent on the work.

Invoicing

Invoices furnished by CONTRACTOR under this Agreement must be in a form acceptable to OUSD. Alt amounts paid by OUSD shali
be subject to audit by OUSD.

1. invoices shall include, but not be limited to: Consultant name, consultant address, invoice date, invoice sequence number,
purchase order number, name of schoo! or department service was provided to, period of service, number of hours of service,
brief description of services provided, hourly rate, total payment requested.

2. Invoices from Agencies or Organizations must include evidence of compliance with section 18 herein:

i.  Fingerpnnting of Employees and Agents: Agency or organization must provide a current list of ali employees, agents and
volunteers working at an OUSD site when invoicing, and must include the Department of Justice ATl number for each person,
and at statement that subsequent arrest records have been requested for each person listed.

.  Tuberculosis Screening: The list must also include a statement that TB Clearance is on file for each person.

Status of Contractor: This is not an employment contract. CONTRACTOR, in the performance of this Agreement, shall be and act
as an independent contractor. CONTRACTOR understands and agrees that it and all of its employees shall not be considered
officers, employees, agents, partner, or joint venture of OUSD, and are not entitled to benefits of any kind or nature normally provided
employees of OUSD and/or to which OUSD's employees are nommally entitled, inciuding, but not limited to, State Unemployment
Compensation or Worker's Compensation. CONTRACTOR shall assume fuil responsibility for payment of ali Federal, State, and tocal
taxes or contributions, including unemployment insurance, social security and income taxes with respect to CONTRACTOR's
employees. in the performance of the work hergin contemplated, CONTRACTOR is an independent contractor or business entity, with
the sole authority for controlling and directing the performance of the details of the work, OUSD being interested only in the resuits
obtained.

Insurance:
1. Commercial General Liability Insurance: Unless specificaily waived by OUSD, the following insurance is required:

i N CONTRACTOR employs any persan to periorm work in connection with this Agreement, CONTRACTOR shall procure and
maintain at all times during the performance of such work, Workers' Compensation insurance in conformance with the laws of
the State of California and Federal laws when applicable. Employers' Liability insurance shall not be less than One Million
Dollars ($1,000,000) per accident or disease.

B CONTRACTOR is aware of the provisions of Section 3700 of the Labor Code which require every employer to be
insured against liability for workers’ compensation or to undertake self-insurance in accordance with the provisions of
that code, and will comply with such provisions before commencing the performance of the Work of this Contract.

O CONTRACTOR does not employ anyone in the manner subject to the workers' compensation laws of California.

ii. CONTRACTOR shall maintain Commercial General Liability insurance, including automobile coverage with limits of One
Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per occurrence for bodily injury and property damage. The coverage shall be primary as to
QUSD and shall name OUSD as an additional insured. Evidence of insurance must be attached. Endorsement of OUSD as
an additional insured shaill not affect OUSD's rights to any claim, demand, suit or judgment made, brought or recovered
against CONTRACTOR. The policy shall protect CONTRACTOR and OUSD in the same manner as though each were
separately issued. Nothing in said policy shall operate to increase the Insurer's liability as set forth in the policy beyond the
amount or amounts shown or to which the Insurer would have been liable if only one interest were named as an insured.

iii. If CONTRACTOR is offering OUSD professional advice under this Contract, CONTRACTOR shafl maintain Errors and
Omissions insurance or Professional Liability insurance with coverage limits of One Million Doliars ($1,000,000) per claim.

OR

iv. CONTRACTOR is not required to maintain any insurance under this agreement. {Completed and approved Waiver of
insurance Form is required.) Waiver of insurance does not release CONTRACTOR from responsibility for any claim or
demand.

Licenses and Permits: CONTRACTOR shall obtain and keep in force all licenses, permits, and certificates necessary for the
performance of this Agreement.
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
