The  District  entered  into  its  After  School  Template  for  High  School  
Memorandum   of   Understanding   2021‐2022   (“Contract”)   between   Oakland 
Unified  School District and Health   Initiatives  for Youth  (“HIFY”), on or about 
May 24, 2021.  HIFY provides after school services at McClymonds High School.  
The Contract consists of a one term from July 1, 2021 to June 30, 2022.   

Staff now wishes to terminate the Contract.   Section 3 of the Contract permits 
OUSD to terminate the Contract “at any time… for any or no reason upon not 
less than five (5) days written notice to [HIFY].” 

While terminating  the Contract will result  in the District not  incurring  fees  for 
services  that  would  otherwise  be  due  to  HIFY,  McClymonds  High  School  will  
need to contract with another entity to provide replacement services; thus the 
total net fiscal impact is likely to be negligible, if any.

Ask of the Board Approval by the Board of Education of Memorandum of Understanding 2021-
2022 between the District and Health Initiatives for Youth, San Francisco, CA, 
for the latter to serve as lead agency for program coordination, math 
intervention, homework support, student supervision and a variety of enrichment 
services, as described in the MOU, for McClymonds High School’s comprehensive 
After School Program, for the period of July 1, 2021 through June 30, 2022, in an 
amount not to exceed $156,743.00. 

Background The general purpose of the 21st Century Community Learning Centers (21st CCLC) 
program is to establish or expand community learning centers that provide 
students with academic enrichment opportunities along with activities designed 
to complement the students’ regular academic program. California Education 
Code (EC) section 8421 further defines the purpose of the 21st CCLC High School 
ASSETS program as (1) creating incentives for establishing locally driven after 
school enrichment programs that partner schools and communities to provide 
academic support and safe, constructive alternatives for high school pupils in the 
hours after the regular school day, and (2) assisting pupils in passing the high 
school exit examination for public school programs. 

Discussion This organization has demonstrated experience and capacity in serving in the 
after school lead agency role.  This organization successfully met all of the 
requirements of OUSD’s Request for Qualifications process and has been 
approved as a qualified lead agency partner by the OUSD Expanded Learning 
Office.  The school Principal has selected this agency from the list of approved 
lead agency partners.
