UPDATE ON OAKLAND YOUTH VOTE (OYV)
Press Release from OYV Coalition

● OYV was passed in Nov 2020 by 67% of Oakland voters
● Oakland youth and the OYV coalition have:

○ Amplified the importance of civic engagement and youth democracy
○ Pre-registering over 480 youth voters across Oakland high schools
○ Co-developed a resolution (unanimously passed on June 2022) to support 

civics education & voter registration for OUSD students
○ Engaged over 1,400 high school students to develop a Student Justice Platform
○ Urged OUSD to hire consultants to support the implementation

● Alameda County Registrar of Voters failed to develop a plan that enables 
the City of Oakland to support eligible 16 and 17-year olds to vote in 2022.

● Implementation of OYV will now likely happen in Nov 2024
● Working as a coalition to determine how we will ensure youth voice is 

incorporated into the Nov 2022 elections
