Existing structures to be demolished include a single-story 6,400 S.F.
building, a two-story 44,999 S.F. building, and a single-story portable
building. Demolition will be phased as the main building is currently
occupied.

The Board approved the modification of the existing drawings to only
build out the 2nd floor of the 2-story building. The multi-purpose
building was also deleted.
