By Providing services to this population, the students benefit in terms 
of employability and independent living. Through this joint 

partnership, the students are able to attain and maintain employment, achieve greater 
independence, and become contributing members of society. This Partnership enriches 
the services provided to students with disabilities/DOR clients that are 16 years of age and 
older ability to gain meaningful employment and/or post-secondary education. 
This budget presently funds one Lead Transition Specialist, two Case Managers, one 
Community Relations Assistant, and the program's operating expenses.
