2020‐2021 between the District and the Golden State Warriors Community 
Foundation, Rakuten Inc., and Good Tidings Foundation for the basketball 
court refurbishment project at McClymonds High School located at  2607 
Myrtle Street, Oakland, CA 94607.  

Background and 
Discussion 

The Golden State Warriors Community Foundation (“GSW”) approached the 
District regarding donating a redesigned and refurbished basketball court 
with GSW logos to the McClymonds community. The Board is being asked to 
ratify a Professional Services Agreement with GSW, Rakuten Inc., and Good 
Tidings Foundation for a basketball court refurbishment project at 
McClymonds High School (“Project”). GSW, Rakuten Inc., and Good Tidings 
Foundation partnered with the District to transform the basketball court at 
McClymonds High School. GSW, Rakuten Inc., and Good Tidings Foundation 
will: Design a refurbished basketball court with certain Golden State Warriors 
logos; Paint walls in color requested by Golden State Warriors; Sand the 
basketball court; Paint the basketball court with design logos and play lines; 
Apply five coats of sealer to the basketball court surface; agree to work with 
the District to provide annual maintenance for the refurbished basketball 
court; Design a new font and design for wordmarks for the surrounding walls.   
Upon completion of the Project, GSW may plan and promote a public 
unveiling of the refurbished Court.  
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GSW, Rakuten Inc., and Good Tidings Foundation will act as independent 
contractors and agree to manage the overall execution of the Project.

THIS PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT Agreement

UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT, hereinafter referred to as (GSW, Sponsor, Good Tidings and 
OUSD are collectively referred herein to Parties Party

RECITALS 

A. WHEREAS, Oakland Unified School District intends to provide a location at

B. WHEREAS, Good Tidings is capable of providing, or providing certain construction
services for the Project. 

C. WHEREAS, GSW desires Good Tidings to, and Good Tidings desires to, complete, or
cause to be completed those certain tasks for the Project described in this Agreement. 

AGREEMENT 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual representations, covenants and promises 
hereinafter contained, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are 
hereby acknowledged, the Parties hereto agree as follows: 

1. TERM OF AGREEMENT/ENTIRE AGREEMENT

Term shall commence on the date hereof and shall, unless 
sooner terminated in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth herein, terminate on that date on 
which all of the Services to be provided by Good Tidings for the Project, as described in Exhibit A 
hereunder have been completed to the satisfaction of GSW and OUSD, and all periods of warranty 
hereunder, if any, have expired.   

This Agreement represents the entire agreement among the Parties and supersedes all prior 
negotiations, representations and/or agreements relating to the subject matter hereof. This Agreement may 
be amended only by a written instrument signed by each Party, and shall not otherwise be superseded by 
any other documents relating to completion of the Services.    

2. SCOPE OF SERVICES

Each Party is responsible for providing the applicable services described in Exhibit A attached

GSW, GSW Sports LLC, Golden State Warriors, LLC including their respective subsidiaries, members, 
managers, affiliates, employees, agents, successors and assigns; Rakuten, Inc. and each of its members, 
managers, equity holders, officers, directors, parents, subsidiaries, partners, agents, employees, successors 
and assigns; and OUSD and each of its members, managers, equity holders, officers, directors, parents, 
subsidiaries, partners, agents, employees, successors and assigns. 

6. INDEMNITY

To the fullest extent permitted by law, Good Tidings shall indemnify, defend, protect, and hold 
harmless, OUSD, GSW, GSW Sports LLC, Golden State Warriors, LLC, Rakuten, Inc. and their 
respective affiliates, owners, lenders, subsidiaries, members, managers, employees, agents, partners,

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damages, losses, lawsuits and other proceedings, judgments, causes of action, liabilities, claims of lien, 
liens, civil or criminal penalties and charges, costs and expenses (including, without limitation, reasonable 

Liabilities
arising out of or in any way caused by (or alleged to be caused by), in whole or in part; (i) actual or 
alleged negligent, reckless, intentional or wrongful actions or omissions by Good Tidings, or its 
employees, representatives, affiliates, subcontractors, or agents; (ii) actual or alleged breaches by Good 
Tidings, or its employees, representatives, affiliates, subcontractors or agents of any warranty, 
representation, covenant or agreement made under this Agreement; provided that Good Tidings shall not 
be obligated to indemnify any party for Liabilities to the extent they arise from the gross negligence or 
willful misconduct of the Indemnified Parties. 

With respect to any obligation to defend contained herein, in any proceeding, including any 
action, arbitration, litigation or claim (including any governmental investigation), brought against an 
Indemnified Party in respect of which indemnity may be sought as set forth in this Section 6, an 
Indemnified Party shall notify Good Tidings in writing and Good Tidings, upon request of an Indemnified 
Party, shall immediately assume the defense thereof on behalf of such Indemnified Party, including the 
employment of counsel reasonably acceptable to the Indemnified Party and payment of all legal fees and 

l not relieve Good
Tidings of its indemnification obligations except to the extent that it is actually prejudiced as a result of 
such failure.

Each Party warrants and represents that the Services shall be completed to the best of its ability, 
and shall be performed and completed in compliance with all applicable laws, rules, ordinances and 
regulations.  Each Party represents and warrants to the other parties that it is authorized to do business in 
the state, county and municipality where Services are to be rendered and is properly licensed, including, 
but not limited to, licenses by all necessary governmental and public and quasi-public authorities having 
jurisdiction over the Services. The person signing this Agreement on behalf of each Party affirms that he 

8. CERTIFICATION REGARDING DEBARMENT, SUSPENSION,

right to use such Sponsor Materials solely during the Term to perform the contracted Services pursuant to 
this Agreement. Consultant shall have no rights whatsoever to utilize the corporate or trade names, 
trademarks, service marks, designs, logos or other identification marks of the Sponsor or its affiliates. 

9.3 

Good Tidings, GSW and Sponsor each hereby grant to OUSD a non-exclusive, revocable, 
royalty-free, non-transferable, limited right to use their corporate or trade names, trademarks, service 
marks, designs, logo or other identification marks on the Court (as defined on Exhibit A attached hereto) 
solely as depicted on Schedule 1 to Exhibit A of this Agreement; provided that OUSD does not alter or 
modify the identifying marks of Good Tiding, GSW or 

10. MAINTENANCE

Parties agree to work collaboratively to ensure proper annual maintenance of the Project. Parties 
agree that in the event of substantial damage to the Project, designs, logo, or other identification marks on 
the Court (as defined on Exhibit A attached hereto) that OUSD shall notify GSW, Sponsor, and Good 
Tidings of the damage and provide GSW, Sponsor, and Good Tidings with an opportunity to repair or 
restore the Project.  

11. MISCELLANEOUS TERMS

11.1. Relationship of Parties 

In performing Services pursuant to this Agreement, each Party shall act in the capacity of an independent 
contractor with respect to each other party and not as an employee thereof.  As an independent contractor, 
each Party agrees that (a) it shall not be entitled to participate in any benefit plans of any other party, even 
if it is later determined that it has or had the status of an employee of any other party during the Term; (b) 
it shall not be entitled to unemployment compensation benefits in the event that this Agreement 
terminates for any re
injured in any manner while performing the services or obligations hereunder, even if it is later 
determined that it has or had the status of an employee of any other party during the Term; and (c) it shall 
not have any right or authority to assume or create any obligations on behalf of any other party or to make 
any representations on its behalf.  As an independent contractor, it acknowledges that any other party will 
determine the goals to be attained and the results to be achieved by any other party. 

11.2. Assignment/Heirs and Assigns 

No Party shall have the right to assign or transfer this Agreement without the prior written consent 
of the other Parties.  This Agreement shall be binding upon the Parties hereto, their heirs, successors, 
permitted assigns and personal representatives, and references to a party shall include its heirs, successors, 
assigns and personal representatives.    
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11.3.

In the event that any party to this Agreement commences litigation to enforce the terms of this 
Agreement, the prevailing Party in such litigation will be entitled to recover its costs and fees incurred in 

11.4. Severability; Governing Law 

If any provision of this Agreement is held to be invalid or unenforceable, such holding shall not 
affect or impair the validity or enforceability of the other provisions hereof which can be given effect 
without the invalid or unenforceable provision, and the Parties shall promptly in good faith amend this 
Agreement to include a valid and enforceable provision which accomplishes the legal and economic 
purposes of the provision so held to be invalid or unenforceable.  The validity of this Agreement and of any 
of its terms, as well as the rights and duties of the parties under this agreement, shall be governed by the 
laws of the State of California.

SCOPE OF SERVICES 
 
OUSD shall make available to Good Tidings for refurbishment as depicted on Schedule 1 to this Exhibit 
A (as modified by GSW) and to GSW for the Event, a court at McClymonds High School which is 
located at 2607 Myrtle St, Oakland, CA 94607  

 
Good Tidings shall provide, install and construct at the Court as directed by GSW and agreed upon by 
OUSD, which shall consist of the following services:   

 
 Engage contractor as necessary to complete the Court refurbishment; 
 Paint walls in color requested by GSW to the height of the current configuration; 
 Sand approximately 10,000 square foot floor down to original surface; 
 Paint Court with design logos, and play lines as requested by GSW: and 
 Apply five coats of sealer to Court surface. 

 
GSW may plan and promote a public unveiling of the refurbished Court to occur on a date to be 
determined by GSW 
provide representatives to speak at such Event, which may include executive team members, Warriors 
community ambassadors, and/or current Warriors players, in each case as determined by GSW and 

conditions; and (b) for a maximum of sixty (60) minutes in length. OUSD Superintendent, or her 
designees, may attend the Event. 

GSW shall pay Good Tidings for its services related to the Project an amount currently estimated at 
$59,500 on or before April 30, 2021.  Any additional expenses must be approved by GSW in writing.
