Greetings Ms. Chatman and Mr. Jang, 

As per the Oakland Unified School District's Local Business Policy Program Requirements Section of AR 7 115: Prior to the issuance 

of a formal invitation for bid, the District shall ensure that there are at least three certified businesses listed in the industry, trade or 

profession that constitutes a major category of work. If at least three USUSLRBEs are not certified, then the requirement may, 

subject to the discretion of the District, be waived, or the 50% requirement may be reset from 50% all the way to 0%, depending on 

the particular circumstances at time of bid. 

An availability analysis has been conducted for In-Plant Inspection services to determine the availability of certified firms to meet 

local business utilization on projects. Inquiry outreach to local and small Inspection firms was conducted to verify firm capabilities 

regarding 'In-Plant Inspection." Based on the analysis, and in conjunction with findings from the inquiry outreach, it is recommended 

that, due to the specialization of the scope and the limited availability of local certified firms with expressed ability to perform the 

identified services, the Local Business Utilization requirement be waived for the following: 

Scope: In Plant Inspection Services 

To verify if there have been any changes to availability, and/or capabilities for this scope, it is advised that a follow up availability 

analysis be conducted within two years.
